We must all become environmentally aware.

 30,000,000 tons of “waste” is thrown away each year.
Aveley has now stopped taking any more – Mucking’s contract
Finishes in two years, then Ockendon will be the last landfill site in Thurrock
which is owned by Veolia.  We are recycling 30% at the moment and our target

is 50%, but, still we are sending 70% to landfill.

We are trialling kitchen & garden waste in brown sacks, problem at the moment

is with the size of the sack, so are trying 240 litre blue bins to cope with the volume.
Schools are trialling blue box type recycling; schools are also leading the way with

other recycling projects.  Materials-recycling is based in Rainham and the Forum

is already on the list to visit in the near future. Paper is exported to Rotterdam but, the remaining waste is recycled in the UK. Our local amenity site is situated in 

Linford, on Buckingham Hill Rd., opposite the golf course.

Bulky waste can be collected by Veolia on a freefone number – fridges; freezers etc.

Fire retardant furniture can be re-used by St.Lukes’ or the Salvation Army.

“2nd Generation” On the Bata estate in East Tilbury are also very happy

To receive practically anything that is clean & useful from teaspoons

To fridge-freezers! “Dreams” will also take away your old bed if buying a new one.
