THAMESIDE FORUM

The members were welcomed by Tessa who then introduced Ed Vokes & John Worley who gave us a presentation & update on the North & South Stifford regeneration programme, followed by member’s questions.

Ed showed us large scale maps showing the changes which are proposed at this stage.  John gave us a review of existing Transport conditions and the impact of development proposals.
The Forum member’s main concerns:

The carriage of HGV’s along the eastern end of London Rd. which are invasive to the close-set housing in that area where their front doors open onto the pavement, is also very dangerous for the local schoolchildren if they wish to cross the road between the residents cars parked immediately outside their houses. Large vehicles pose a threat to all users of this very busy narrow road.
It was suggested that at the width restriction, which is meant to deflect the passing of HGV vehicles, the open bus lane used by all & sundry, should have a bus activated light system, this was received in a favourable light.

It was also requested, for the third year running! That a speed activation sign should be erected in the eastern end of London Rd. (east of the width restriction) as it is in all other areas of Thurrock where a school is present.  The suggested speed signs to supplement this should read 20 mph.  The Forum was informed last year that Meesons Lane was not a suitable site for the S.A.Sign; we actually requested it to be placed at the bottom of Parker Rd. at the T-Junction with London Rd. on the corner (The resident of which, is Brian Taylor MBE who invited them to place it in, or, next to his property for convenience & speed of permission etc.)

Leaflets have been distributed to all homes affected by the possible changes to come, hope you have filled them in.
